The fifth in this series takes you on the Sunday only Brighton-Edinburgh through service.


On weekdays this was a morning service, and titled the Sussex Scot. The Sunday service took some 30 minutes longer and made several extra stops. It also left Brighton at 14.30 rather than the normal morning time of 09.20. Take this service as far as Oxford. 


You start your service at Reading, first collecting your passengers, for a 16.24 departure. 


Just one stop on the way to Oxford, at Didcot Parkway. There are no problems reported but a few ballast trains are about, track renewals being made today North of Oxford.





A very small selection of payware has been used, and both these are (currently) available. 


Most of the other stock is either default, or contained in UKTS Freeware Project Packs.
